As per
reference no. 3, permission has been granted for classes 5 and 6 on unaided basis by the natural
body. As per reference no. 5, permission has been granted for classes 5 to 7 for the year 1999-
2000, but the permission letter of the Deputy Director of Education, Maharashtra Government,
for class 7 to 10 has not been attached to the proposal. Reference no. As per 6, the Government
has given No Objection Certificate for affiliation to CBSE Board. As per reference 7, Extention
of General Affiliation of CBSE Board has been given for the period from 01/04/2025 to
31/03/2030. As per reference no. 8, under RTE Act 2009, School Recognition (Sample Two)
has been given for class 1 to 8. Under RTE ACT-2009 from 01/02/2022 to 31/01/2025. As per
period of the said recognition has expired, - as pér reference no. 9, the Principal of the school
has submitted a proposal for granting School Recognition (Sample Two) to the school for the
next period. As per reference no. 10, the Group Education Officer, Panchayat Samiti,
Chandrapur has inspected the said school and submitted a report to this office. According to the
report, classes from 1 to 12 are available in the said school at present. Also, since the said school
is fulfilling the standards of physical facilities in the RTE Act 2009, it is recommended to grant
recognition to the school.

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School Recognition (Form Two) Certificate is being issued subject to the fulfillment of the
following conditions: '

1. The period of recognition will not be extended and there will be no obligation to grant
recognition or affiliation after class VIII under any circumstances.

2. The school shall comply with the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 (Annexure One) and the Maharashtra Right of Children
to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2011 (Annexure Two).

3. The school shall admit children from the weaker sections and deprived groups of the
vicinity, up to a minimum of 25% of the student strength in the first grade, and shall
provide them with free and compulsory education till the completion of primary
education. Provided further that this standard shall also be followed in the case of pre-
primary grades. :

4. The school shall be entitled to reimbursement in terms of section 12(2) of the Act for the
children referred to in paragraph 3. A separate bank account shall be provided to the
school for receiving such reimbursement.

5. The institution/school will not charge any capitation and will not force the child or his or
her parents or guardians to undergo any screenin g process.

6. No child shall be denied admission to school on the grounds of language, religion, caste
or creed, place of birth or any of these grounds, without age proof.

7. (a) No child admitted to school shall be retained in the same grade in which he is enrolled
or shall be expelled until he has completed his primary education.

(b) No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental torture.
